14 As obedient 
children, do not be conformed to the passions of your former ignorance, 15 but as he who 
called you is holy, you also be holy in all your conduct, 16 since it is written, “You shall be 
holy, for I am holy.” 17 And if you call on him as Father who judges impartially according to 
each one’s deeds, conduct yourselves with fear throughout the time of your exile, 18 know-
ing that you were ransomed from the futile ways inherited from your forefathers, not with 
perishable things such as silver or gold, 19 but with the precious blood of Christ, like that of 
a lamb without blemish or spot.

 vs 13  THEREFORE,      Whenever you see a ‘therefore’ in the Bible, you need to take a moment  
    to notice what it is                                                .   This will greatly help  
    you to                                       understand the passage.  
 
  Notice that vs 3-12  is the basis of verses 13-21.   While verses 3-12 stand on their own as 
  hugely encouraging, they also lay the foundation of critically important INSTRUCTIONS that 
  Peter is now going to give to his readers.
